Jay E. Aronson (B.S. Electrical Engineering, M.S. Electrical Engineering, M.S. Operations Research, Ph.D. Industrial Administration, Carnegie Mellon University, Pittsburgh, PA, U.S.A.) is a professor of Management Information Systems in the Terry College of Business at The University of Georgia (Athens, Georgia, U.S.A.). Prior to this he was on the faculty at Southern Methodist University (Dallas, TX, U.S.A). 

Dr. Aronson is the author of over 50-refereed papers that have appeared in leading journals including Management Science, Information Systems Research, MIS Quarterly, and Decision Sciences. He is the author of four books (including Business Intelligence, Decision Support Systems and Intelligent Systems, also translated into Chinese and Indonesian), and contributes to several professional encyclopedias. He is frequently invited to present his research at national and international conferences. He is also a consultant to major international corporations and organizations. Some of Dr. Aronson’s current research includes knowledge management (including storytelling as a means to capture and distribute tacit [experiential] knowledge), revenue management, collaborative computing, network optimization, and parallel computing. 

Teaching interests revolve around the major theme of creating and utilizing effective computing methods and implementations to improve the effectiveness of decision making. These include business intelligence (decision support systems), artificial intelligence, knowledge management, revenue (yield) management, advanced software development, management information systems, and Java computer programming for business applications. 

He regularly teaches in the undergraduate American Business Studies Program at the Institut d'Administration des Enterprises at Université Jean Moulin Lyon 3 (Lyon, France), and in the M.B.A and Executive M.B.A. Program at the Rotterdam School of Management at Erasmus University [Universiteit] (Rotterdam, The Netherlands). He taught Revenue Management in the 2007 International Summer School at the Universidad de los Andes School of Management (UASM) in Bogotá, Colombia. 

Jay lives in Athens, Georgia, is married to Sharon Aronson; they have three children: Marla (B.S. Management, Georgia Institute of Technology, August 2006), Michael (B.S. Chemical Engineering, Georgia Institute of Technology, forthcoming) and Stephanie (starting University in August 2008).
